PROCEEDINGS

Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 4:04 p.m. in the Board Auditorium of the Carruth
Administration Center.

Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the April 18, 2006 meeting were approved.

There were no committee reports.

Revisions to Student Code of Conduct

Dr. Andri Lyons brought some minor changes to the Student Code of Conduct for
clarification purposes. She said the reference to student use of cell phones and
pagers had been removed because the related district policy was being revised. In
addition, she said the definition of use of a prohibited substance had been slightly
modified.

The DAC indicated support for the proposed revisions.

Update on Positive Behavior Supports

Dr. Brenda Hummel introduced Jane Nethercut who provided and update on
Positive Behavior Supports (PBS). Ms. Nethercut said that AISD’s program was on
the cutting edge, and not many other larger districts were undertaking such a
program on a district-wide level.
Ms. Nethercut said there was a strong correlation between managing student
behavior and level of student achievement. She said that there have been many
positive results from the program.
Discussion points included:

-- Not all schools are participating, but any school can and the number is

growing
-- Two new schools will participate in the program right from the beginning




-- PBS becomes a seamless part of a teacher’s routine
-- Changes associated with student transfers, boundaries, and staff require
frequent adjustments
-- Principals, especially at the middle school level, are saying great things about
the program
-- Parents are highly encouraged to take part in PBS teams
* Ms. Nethercut announced the upcoming Vince Bland community conversation,
which would be the third celebration of this event.
* Dr. Paul Cruz introduced himself as the new Assistant Superintendent for School
Support Services.

* Ms. Anthony said she was working with a steering committee of community
members and AISD staff.
