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INSTRUCTIONS BELOW APPLY TO AND BECOME A PART OF TERMS AND CONDITIONS  
 

I. GENERAL CONDITIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS 
 

1. Bids must be submitted on this form only and must reach the Austin Independent School District 
(AISD) Purchasing Office on or before the hour of opening on the date specified. Late bids will not be 
considered. SUBMIT ONE (1) ORIGINAL PLUS ONE (1) COPY in a sealed, plainly marked 
envelope. Inquiries pertaining to this bid should be identified by title, date and bid number. 

 
2. Vendors who have not obtained this solicitation document directly from AISD, or who may have 

downloaded the document from the AISD website, shall be responsible for immediately notifying 
AISD of their interest in order to receive all written addenda on a timely basis. Vendors who do not 
so notify AISD and submit Bids without receipt of all addenda issued may be deemed to have 
submitted Bids not responsive to this Invitation for Bid solicitation. 

 
3. Bidders need to complete and return the Certification at the end of this Bid Invitation or may be 

disqualified. Certification must include vendors’ full name and address and shall bear the manually 
executed signature and the title of the authorized agent. 

 
4. Bidder must complete and submit the enclosed FELONY CONVICTION NOTIFICATION with this 

bid. 
 
5. The person whose signature appears on the Bid Form certifies (by signing this document) that the 

individual, firm and/or any principal of the firm on whose behalf this bid is submitted is not listed 
on the Federal Government’s “List of Parties Excluded from Federal Procurement and Non-
procurement Programs” published by the U. S. General Services Administration (GSA) effective as 
of the date of opening of this proposal, and agrees to notify the District of any debarment inquiries 
or proceedings by any federal, state or local governmental entity that exist or may arise between the 
date of this submission and such time as an award has been made under this procurement action. 

 
6. The Austin Independent School District requires vendors to complete the Conflict of Interest 

Questionnaire (Form CIQ), as prepared by the Texas Ethics Commission, in compliance with 
House Bill 914, Chapter 176 of the Texas Local Government Code. The form should be prepared 
and submitted on-line at http://www.austinisd.org/inside/hb914/ciqform.phtml. 

 
7. AISD shall give preference in purchasing to products made of recycled materials if the products meet 

applicable specifications as to quantity and quality. 
 
8. All vendors doing business with AISD must have on file a current Form W-9 Request for Taxpayer 

Identification Number and Certification. A copy of this form is included for your completion and is to 
be submitted with your bid if not already on file. 

 
9. All supplemental information required by the Bid Form must be included with the Bid. Failure to 

provide complete and accurate information may disqualify bidder.

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10. Bids must show the unit price and total for specified quantity and shall include transportation F.O.B. 
destination prepaid and allowed. Amendments to bids, once filed, may be submitted in a sealed 
envelope only, properly identified, prior to opening hour. 

 
11. Bids will represent a true and correct statement and shall contain no cause for claim of omission or 

error. If request for withdrawal of bid is allowed based on proof of mechanical error, bidder may be 
removed from approved bid list. 

 
12. The use of brand and manufacturer's names is for the purpose of brevity in establishing type and 

quality of merchandise and is not restrictive. Manufacturer, trade and/or brand name must be 
indicated for each article and when omitted, district will consider bid to be as specified. Illustrations 
and complete description must be included with the bid if bidding other than specified. 

 
13. Samples and/or product specification documents may be required for items, as specified in the Special 

Instructions or Specifications contained herein. If samples are requested during evaluation, they must 
be properly labeled and identified. The label for a properly identified sample is to contain: (1) vendor’s 
name, (2) bid number, (3) bid item number, and (4) item name corresponding to the one shown on the 
bid document. All costs and transportation charges for samples shall be borne by the vendor. During 
evaluation, samples are handled by many different employees and may be lost or destroyed in the 
process. AISD assumes no responsibility for handling of samples. Samples will not be returned and 
are not considered part of the order if item is awarded to vendor. 

 
14. In order to ensure the integrity of the selection process, bidder's officers, employees, agents or other 

representatives shall not lobby or attempt to influence a vote or recommendation related to the 
offeror's response, directly or indirectly, through any contact with school board members or other 
district officials from the date this solicitation is released until the award of a contract by the Board 
of Trustees. 

 
15. A written notice of award faxed, mailed or otherwise furnished, or a purchase order, to the successful 

bidder results in a binding contract without further action by either party. 
 
16. Deliveries under terms of these offers will be in accordance with the dates indicated herein except 

where no date is indicated, the vendor will enter the earliest date, which can be assured. If delays are 
foreseen, written notice shall be given to the AISD Purchasing Office, which will consider an 
extension. Vendors should keep the school district advised of the status of orders, as failure to meet 
delivery dates may result in removal from approved bidders list. Delivery of purchases in good 
condition will be vendor’s responsibility and no delay in receipt or replacement of items will be 
contingent upon claim adjustment by carrier. All goods are subject to inspection and return at the 
expense of the vendor if found to be inferior to those specified. Deliveries will be accepted Monday 
through Friday, 8:00 A.M. to 4 P.M. only. 

 
17. AISD is a member of the Central Texas Purchasing Alliance (CTPA). If authorized by the vendor, 

authorized CTPA members may want to purchase goods and/or services in accordance with the 
pricing and purchasing terms established in the contract awarded for this bid. If your Company is 
interested in allowing CTPA members to use the pricing offered in your bid, complete the attached 
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Adoption Clause. The Adoption Clause explains in more detail the use of contract(s) by members 
comprising the CTPA. 

 
II. CONTRACT CLAUSES 

 
1. TYPE AND TERM OF CONTRACT 

This is a fixed price, requirements contract under which the District shall order its requirements for 
the supplies and services described in the Bid Form from the successful bidder(s) for the duration 
of the contract. Quantities shown are the District's best estimate of its requirements for the contract 
term, but should not be construed as guaranteeing a minimum purchase quantity or establishing a 
ceiling. The term of this contract shall be for one (1) year with the term commencing upon 
award of the contract. The District reserves the right to extend the contract for an additional 
sixty (60) days beyond the final expiration date if necessary, to ensure compliance with 
competitive requirements with no lapse in service. 
 

2. OPTION TO EXTEND 
To the extent provided for in the contract, the District, at its sole option, may extend the 
initial term of this contract for one (1) additional year by giving the Contractor written 
notice. If the option to renew is exercised, the contract will continue under the same terms and 
conditions set forth herein. 

 
3. PAYMENT TERMS 

Unless a prompt payment discount with a payment term of at least 10 days is offered and accepted 
by the District, payment terms shall be Net 30 days from date of acceptance or receipt of a properly 
prepared and submitted invoice, whichever is later. 

 
4. CONTRACTUAL RELATIONSHIP 

Nothing herein shall be construed as creating the relationship of employer or employee between the 
District and the Contractor or between the District and the Contractor's employees. The District 
shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities of the Contractor or his employees, incurred in 
the performance of the contract unless otherwise herein authorized. The Contractor is an 
independent Contractor and nothing contained herein shall constitute or designate the Contractor or 
any of his employees as employees of the District. Neither the Contractor nor his employees shall 
be entitled to any of the benefits established for District employees, nor be covered by the District's 
Workers' Compensation Program. 

 
5. INDEMNIFICATION 

Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the District, its officers, agents and 
employees, from and against any and all loss, cost, damage, expense and claims, including 
attorney's fees and liability of any kind for any acts or omission of Contractor, its officers, agents or 
employees, in performance of contract, so long as the sole negligence of the District is not the 
cause of the loss, claim, damage expense or cost.  

 
6. GRATUITIES 

The District may, by written notice to the Contractor, cancel this contract without liability to the 
District if it is determined by the District that gratuities, in the form of entertainment, gifts, or 
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otherwise, were offered or given by the Contractor, or any agent or representative of the 
Contractor, to any officer or employee of the Austin Independent School District with a view 
toward securing a contract or securing favorable treatment with respect to the awarding or 
amending, or the making of any determinations with respect to the performing of such a contract. 
In the event this contract is cancelled by the District pursuant to this provision, the District shall be 
entitled, in addition to any other rights and remedies, to recover or withhold the amount of the cost 
incurred by the Contractor in providing such gratuities. 

 
7. FORCE MAJEURE 

a. If, by reason of Force Majeure, either party hereto shall be rendered unable wholly or in part 
to carry out its obligations under this Contract then such party shall give notice and full 
particulars of such Force Majeure in writing to the other party within a reasonable time after 
occurrence of the event or cause relied upon, and the obligation of the party giving such 
notice, so far as it is affected by such Force Majeure, shall be suspended for only thirty (30) 
days during the continuance of the inability then claimed, except as hereinafter provided, but 
for no longer period, and such party shall endeavor to remove or overcome such inability 
with all reasonable dispatch. 

 
b. The term Force Majeure as employed herein, shall mean acts of God, strikes, lockouts, or 

other industrial disturbances, act of public enemy, orders of any kind of government of the 
United States or the State of Texas or any civil or military authority, insurrections, riots, 
epidemics, landslides, lightning, earthquake, fires, hurricanes, storms, floods, washouts, 
droughts, arrests, restraint of government and people, civil disturbances, explosions, breakage 
or accidents to machinery, pipelines, or canals. It is understood and agreed that the settlement 
of strikes and lockouts shall be entirely within the discretion of the party having the 
difficulty, and that the above requirement that any Force Majeure shall be remedied with all 
reasonable dispatch shall not require the settlement of strikes and lockouts by acceding to the 
demands of the opposing party or parties when such settlement is unfavorable in the 
judgment of the party having the difficulty. If a party is unable to comply with the provisions 
of this contract by reason of Force Majeure for a period beyond 30 days after the event or 
cause relied upon, then upon written notice after the thirty (30) days, the District reserves the 
right to cancel this contract without any further liability. 

 
8. ASSIGNMENT-DELEGATION 

No right or interest in this contract shall be assigned or delegation of any obligation made by the 
Contractor without the written permission of the District. Any attempted assignment or delegation 
by the Contractor shall be wholly void and totally ineffective for all purposes unless made in 
conformity with this paragraph. 

 
9. WAIVER 

No claim or right arising out of a breach of this contract can be discharged in whole or in part by a 
waiver or renunciation of the claim or right unless the waiver or renunciation is supported by 
consideration and is in writing signed by the aggrieved party. 
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10. MODIFICATIONS 
This contract can be modified only by a written agreement signed by both of the parties or their 
duly authorized agents. 

 
11. INTERPRETATION-PAROL EVIDENCE 

This contract is intended by the parties as a final expression of their agreement and is intended also 
as a complete and exclusive statement of the terms of their contract. No course of prior dealings 
between the parties and no usage of the trade shall be relevant to supplement or explain any term 
used in this contract. Acceptance or acquiescence in a course of performance rendered under this 
contract shall not be relevant to determine the meaning of this contract even though the accepting 
or acquiescing party has knowledge of the performance and opportunity for objection. Whenever a 
term defined by the Uniform Commercial Code is used in this contract, the definition contained in 
the Code is to control. 

 
12. APPLICABLE LAW 

This contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas and the Uniform Commercial 
Code. Wherever the term "Uniform Commercial Code" is used, it shall be construed as meaning 
the Uniform Commercial Code as adopted in the State of Texas as effective and in force on the 
date of this contract. 

 
13. ADVERTISING 

Contractor shall not advertise or publish, without the District's prior consent, the fact that the 
District has entered into this contract, except to the extent necessary to comply with proper 
requests for information from an authorized representative of the federal, state or local 
government. 
 

14. VENUE 
Both parties agree that venue for any litigation arising from this contract shall lie in Austin, Travis 
County, Texas. 

 
15. TITLE & RISK OF LOSS 

The title and risk of loss of the goods shall not pass to the District until the District actually 
receives, accepts, and takes possession of the goods at the point or points of delivery. 
 

16. DELIVERY TERMS AND TRANSPORTATION CHARGES 
F.O.B. Destination, unloaded, unless delivery terms are specified otherwise in bid. The District 
cannot and will not accept tailgate deliveries, unless specified otherwise in the contract or on the 
order document. All deliveries, unless specified otherwise in the contract or order document, will 
be made to the campus or department specified, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., 
Monday through Friday, except on school holidays. The delivery shall be made and articles shall be 
placed inside the school building or district facility in the room or rooms designated, at no 
additional charge. 
 

17. PLACE OF DELIVERY 
The place of delivery shall be that set forth in the solicitation. Any change thereto shall be affected 
by modification as provided for in Clause 10, "Modifications", hereof. The terms of this contract 
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are "no arrival, no sale". 
 

18. WARRANTY-PRICE 
a. The price to be paid by the District shall be that contained in the Contractor's bid which the 

Contractor warrants to be no higher than Contractor's current prices on orders by others for 
products of the kind and specification covered by this contract for similar quantities under 
similar or like conditions and methods of purchase. In the event Contractor breaches this 
warranty, the prices of the items shall be reduced to the Contractor's current prices on orders 
by others, or in the alternative, the District may cancel this contract without liability to 
District for breach at Contractor's actual expense. 

 
b. The Contractor warrants that no person or selling agency has been employed or retained to 

solicit or secure this contract upon an agreement or understanding for commission, 
percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee excepting bona fide employees of bona fide 
established commercial or selling agencies maintained by the Contractor for the purpose of 
securing business. For breach or violation of this warranty the District shall have the right in 
addition to any other right or rights to cancel this contract without liability and to deduct from 
the contract price, or otherwise recover the full amount of such commission, percentage, 
brokerage or contingent fee. 

 
19. WARRANTY-PRODUCT 

Contractor shall not limit or exclude any implied warranties and any attempt to do so shall render 
this contract voidable at the option of the District. Contractor warrants that the goods furnished 
will conform to the specifications, drawings and descriptions listed in the bid invitation, and to the 
sample(s) furnished by Contractor, if any. In the event of a conflict between the specifications, 
drawings and descriptions, the drawings and descriptions shall govern. 

 
20. SAFETY WARRANTY 

Contractor warrants that the product sold to the District shall conform to the standards promulgated 
by the U.S. Department of Labor under the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970. In the 
event the product does not conform to OSHA standards, the District may return the product for 
correction or replacement at the Contractor's expense. In the event the Contractor fails to make the 
appropriate correction within reasonable time, correction made by the District will be at the 
Contractor's expense. Additionally, no asbestos in any form may be used in the manufacture or 
processing of any product purchased by the District. If any product called for by name is this 
specification should contain any asbestos material, the contractor must notify the purchasing agent 
immediately for the name of a suitable substitute asbestos-free product. 

 
21. NO WARRANTY BY THE DISTRICT AGAINST INFRINGEMENTS 

As part of this contract for sale Contractor agrees to ascertain whether goods manufactured in 
accordance with the specifications attached to this contract will give rise to the rightful claim of 
any third person by way of infringement or the like. The District makes no warranty that the 
production of goods according to the specification will not give rise to such a claim and in no event 
shall the District be liable to the Contractor for indemnification in the event that Contractor issued 
on the grounds of infringement or the like. If Contractor is of the opinion that an infringement or 
the like will result, he will notify the District to this effect in writing within two weeks after the 
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signing of this contract. If the District does not receive notice and is subsequently held liable for 
the infringement or the like, the Contractor will save the District harmless (if the Contractor in 
good faith ascertains that production of goods in accordance with the specifications will result in 
infringement or the like, this contract shall be null and void except that the District will pay the 
Contractor the reasonable cost of his search as to infringements). 

 
22. RIGHT OF INSPECTION 

The District shall have the right to inspect the goods before accepting them. 
 
23. COMPLIANCE WITH EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY REGULATIONS 

Austin I.S.D. requires compliance with executive order 11246, entitled Equal Employment 
Opportunity, as amended by executive order 11375, and as supplemented in Department of Labor 
regulations (41 CFR Part 60). 

 
24. PROHIBITION AGAINST PERSONAL INTEREST IN CONTRACTS 

Any board member who has any substantial interest, either direct or indirect, in any business entity 
seeking to contract with the district, shall, before any vote or decision on any matter involving the 
business entity, file an affidavit stating the nature and extent of interest and shall abstain from any 
participation in the matter. This is not required if the vote or decision will not have any special 
effect on the entity other than its effect on the public. However, if a majority of the governing body 
are also required to file, and do file similar affidavits, the member is not required to abstain for 
further participation. 

 
25. FUNDS AVAILABILITY 

Any purchase order resulting from this solicitation is contingent upon the continued availability of 
appropriations and is subject to cancellation, without penalty, either in whole or in part, if funds are 
not appropriated by the AISD Board of Trustees or otherwise not made available to the District. 

 
26. RIGHT TO ADDITIONAL COMPETITION 

AISD occasionally purchases very large quantities of specific items and expressly reserves the right 
to purchase these and other similar items via other competitive methods if deemed in the best 
interest of AISD. 

 
27. TERMINATION 

The District reserves the right to terminate all or any part of the undelivered portion of any order 
resulting from this bid solicitation with thirty (30) days written notice; upon default by the vendor, 
for delay or nonperformance by the vendor or, if it is deemed in the best interest of the District, for 
convenience.  

 
28. TAXES 

Excise tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AISD Finance Office for items 
designated in bids as requiring such certificates. 
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III. SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1.  Bid your lowest and best firm-fixed price on each item.  Pricing shall be entered on the Bid Form in 
ink or type-written.  Extension totals shall be entered in the “EXT” block of the bid form.  In case of 
error in extension, unit price shall govern.  The price shall include transportation and F.O.B. 
Destination on each item. The price shall not exceed three (3) decimal places.  Awards will be made 
based on best value, not necessarily lowest price. 

 
2.  Manufacturer, trade and/or brand name and number MUST be indicated for each item on the bid 

sheet. In addition, Supplier’s stock number may be provided, as optional information.  If the Mfg. 
Brand & Model number is left blank on the bid form, the bidder will be required to furnish the brand 
and model named in the specifications. 

 
3. Supplier’s Standard Packaging Size should be provided for items that are packaged differently from 

packaging requested.  If the bid space is left blank, the bidder will be required to furnish items in the 
packaging as indicated in the specifications.

5. Delivery of items ordered to be within thirty (30) days after receipt of order unless specified 

otherwise for individual item(s).  All items purchased under these specifications  are to be delivered 
to the Austin Independent School District, Central Warehouse, 3701 Woodbury, Austin, Texas 
78704.  Bidders who fail to deliver as specified may be removed from the bid list. 

 
6. All items are to be shipped knocked down, string tied or plastic banded in bundles of 25 (twenty-

five) boxes each, unitized for shipment on 40” x 48” four-way pallets (no slip sheets) at standard 
trailer shipment heights, shrink wrapped or banded and positioned in trailers for destination entry and 
unloading with standard size electric pallet jacks or fork lift.  Equivalent pallets exchanged at time of 
delivery. 

 
7. Ease of assembly and assembly instructions shall be considered in award of this bid for each item. 
 
8. Items that specify delivery within a specific time should be automatically delivered by Vendor upon 

award by the specified date. However, do not allow shipment of these specific items to commence 
until a Purchase Order from Austin ISD has been received listing the items to be delivered by the 
date listed.
